Religion is the golden rule, but goes further. Be altruistic to the other, and the Ultimate Other is God. 
The World is inherently good. 
The opposite of Shukr (gratitude) is kufr (disbelief). Kufr is to recognize the truth and then you suppress it. 
You cannot increase in belief without an increase in character. They go hand in hand. And in the same respect disbelief is tied to bad character. The key to misconduct is misguidance. 
Why is Justice important? Why is social service?
Social service helps in cohesion and is in the sunnah. Builds your character, and making the environment as easy as possible to turn to Allah. 
Surah Quraysh speaks of 4 elements of society. 
Muslims responsibility to society: 
1. Security from fear
2. Trade and travel
3. Religion
4. Shelter and Sustenance

= Ayn (Individual)
= Kifaya (community)
Fard Ayn is an obligation that is on the individual like prayer. Fard kifaya (sufficient numbers) is the obligation on a few, like knowing how to do funeral. But if there's a societal obligation that's not met then it becomes an obligation on the entire community.
Politics:
Right - Ltd Gov't, individual/community responsibility
Left - Expansive Gov't, Limited Individual ability
One of the ways societal obligations were fulfilled were by endowments. They were separate from government intervention. 
Societal obligations allow no muslim to remain passive in their community. If you're not involved in running things, then you need to give material support to it. 
Ultimate obligation is to protect human life, there's no way to do that without food, shelter and safety. So if there's a community obligation to preserve life, then it's also an obligation to provide food, shelter and safety. So basically if one person is hungry, then we essentially can be held to account for that person being hungry.
